The objective of this training is to equip 
the average citizen with the Basic 
Emergency Skills needed to help sustain our neighborhoods in the 
event of a disaster (earthquake, severe storm, etc) when professional 
first responders are not immediately available. 
 
The training is presented one night per week for 7 weeks, with 

classes lasting 2 ½ hours each. Classes include: Fire 
Safety, Light Search and Rescue, Team Organization 
and Disaster Medical Operations 1 & 2.  
 
Cost: $50.00. Volunteers will receive a $50.00 gift 
certificate for Emergency Supplies upon completion of 
the full series of classes.
